Submit original manuscripts (not published or considered elsewhere) with a maximum of ten pages (regular and workshop papers), six
pages (Student Doctoral Program), and two pages (Fast Abstract Track). Each paper should include a title, and the name and
affiliation of each author. Except for the Fast Abstract Track, each submission should also include a 150-word abstract and up to 6
keywords. The format of your submission must follow the guidelines for IEEE conference proceedings. The first author of a Student
Doctoral Program submission must be a student. At least one Best Paper Award will be presented. Detailed instructions for paper
submission can be found at http://paris.utdallas.edu/serel4.
